DE-CLUTTER !  

A cluttered home is just uninviting.  It gives signs to buyers that you didn’t care for your home and make them weary of what else in the house is not cared for.  So, de-clutter as much as you can!  You’re going to move anyways, so you might as well start packing and purge or putting them in storage.
DEPERSONALIZE

Buyers need to imagine what it would be like for them to live in that house.  Pack away your family photos, your kids’ drawings, toys, trophies, etc.  Remember, you are trying to sell the house, and your taste is not necessary the same as a buyer’s. 

REFRESH and REPAIR

Freshen up your home with a new coat of light, neutral paint.  Showhomes often have very neutral colours so each potential buyer have a better chance of imagining the home to be theirs, so fresh paint is a must.  Complete any home repair projects, and repair anything that is needing of repairs (ie. A hole in the wall needs to be patched, sanded, painted, etc.).  If you can, also update light fixtures and cabinet and door hardwares to entice today’s buyers.
CURB APPEAL

You’ll need to get buyers to want to come into your house for a viewing.  Make any necessary exterior improvements.  Get a fresh new doormat and decorate with some container plants if you can.  Also make sure your front door shows well, and your lawn is mowed and clean.


CLEAN, CLEAN, CLEAN!
Clean everything!  When a homebuyer sees a mess, you’re giving signs that you don’t keep the house in tip top shape.  Always keep the dishes away, and make your bed.  Keep the bathrooms cleared and orderly at all times, because you just don’t know when a buyer may come along for a viewing.  You may even want to get a maid service.

FINALLY: SET THE STAGE
This is the critical step to bring it all together so that your home is now staged to sell.  Make sure the placement of your furniture promotes free flowing space.  Having the right size and type of furniture makes a big difference in terms of presentation.  This is where you will need to make every potential homebuyer feel good about the house if they are to put an offer on.
